Facts On 10th July 2014 at Marerani-Kilimahewa within Simanjiro District, Manyara region, 
the accused was found in unlawful possession of two impala meat valued at 780 USD 
equivalent to Tshs. 1,248,000/= and two dik-dik meat valued at 500 USD equivalent to 
Tshs. 800,000/= both being properties of Tanzania. 

Charges Unlawful possession of the government trophy contrary to section 85 (1), 86 (1) of the 
Wildlife Conservation Act, 2009   read together with section 57 (1) and paragraph 14 
(d) of the First Schedule of the Economic and Organized Crime Control Act, Cap 200 R.E 
2002.
